Courses used to fulfill entrance deficiencies do not count toward the degree; all entrance deficiencies must be removed by appropriate
courses in order to graduate.

The beginning level of foreign language does not count towards the foreign language degree requirement; however, it does count towards
electives. The number of hours that qualifies as the beginning level of a foreign language varies upon the language. The beginning level is
a prerequisite for the degree requirement of “6 hours in one foreign language beyond 508K or 601”.

General Degree Requirements

Grade Point Average (GPA) Requirements: To graduate, students must have a GPA of at least 2.00 based on all courses
undertaken at the university; a 2.50 GPA is required on all upper-division studio art courses taken in residence at the university.

Flag Requirements: Extra courses may be necessary if all flag requirements are not met through regular degree requirements, so courses
should be chosen carefully. The following flags are required of all students in the College of Fine Arts: Quantitative Reasoning, Global Cultures,
Cultural Diversity, Independent Inquiry, Ethics and Leadership, and Writing (2 courses). Courses used to fulfill flag requirements may also be
used to fulfill degree requirements. For more information, see the 2016-2018 Undergraduate Catalog.

Residency Requirements: Students must fulfill all residency requirements in order to graduate. Refer to chapter 1 in the 2016-2018
Undergraduate Catalog for university residency requirements; refer to the College of Fine Arts’ chapter for college residency requirements.

. Students must complete at least 60 semester hours of coursework counted toward the degree in residence.
*  Atleast 6 semester hours of upper-division coursework in the major must be completed in residence.
